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Master Planned Community to get First
Neighborhoods
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Del Webb Community Homes will build the first two neighborhoods in Terramor, a master-planned
community in Temescal Valley just south of Corona.

Terramor is being developed by Forestar Toscana Development Co. in Newport Beach. It will be a
resort-style project, with a clubhouse, pool and fitness center, and will be built on 916 acres in south
Orange County, according to the statement.
